When programmed for audible monitoring,
the panel calls a pre-programmed number
(or numbers) and sounds an audible alarm
message and a series of beeps over the
phone. These beeps can identify the zone
or zones which caused the alarm as well as
several other alarm types.

THE AUDIBLE MESSAGE

When triggered by an alarm, the panel will
dial the programmed telephone number/s
and output the audible message "ALARM,
ALARM, ALARM" and beeps for 45 seconds
or until it is acknowledged.

THE "FOLLOW ME" TELEPHONE NUM-
BER

If your panel is programmed for Audible
Monitoring, it will make alarm calls to the
Primary and Secondary telephone numbers
programmed by your installer.
